Summary

National Congress of Czechoslovak Sociologists

The Congress of Czechoslovak sociologists, held between 3rd and 5th November 
1981 at Štrbské Pleso, was an important event in the development of the Czecho­
slovak social science. Its agenda enlisted the active participation of about 300 Czecho­
slovak sociologists and 6 foreign delegates (Prof. M. Sokolowska, Vice President of 
the International Sociological Association, T. V. Ryabushkin, Corresponding Member 
of the Academy of Sciences of the USSR, Director of the Institute of Sociological 
Research of the Academy of Sciences of the USSR, Prof. Dr. R. Weidig, Director 
of the Sociological Institute of the Academy of Social Sciences of the German 
Democratic Republic, Prof. Dr. H. Berger, Deputy Director of the Institute of 
Sociology and Social Policy of the Academy of Sciences of the German Democratic 
Republic, Prof. R. Vasilev from the Academy of Sciences of the Bulgarian People’s 
Republic and Prof. L. Cseh Sombathy from the Academy of Sciences of the Hun­
garian People’s Republic). The importance of the congress proceedings was underlined 
by the fact that a Party and Academy delegation in attendance throughout the 
congress was headed by Academician Zdeněk Snitil, Member of the Central Com­
mittee of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia, Vice President of the Czecho­
slovak Academy of Sciences and Director of the Institute of Marxism-Leninism of 
the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Czechoslovakia, who presented 
a paper of topical theoretical-political significance. The meeting was also attended 
by the President of the Scientific Collegium of Philosophy and Sociology of the 
Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences and Corresponding Member of the Czechoslovak 
Academy of Sciences L. Hrzal as well as numerous other delegates.

The Congress was opened by Academician V. Cirbes, Director of the Institute 
of Philosophy and Sociology of the Slovak Academy of Sciences, who characterized 
the objectives of Czechoslovak soociology: initiative activity in tackling the major 
social problems defined by the 16th Congress of the Communist Party of Czecho­
slovakia.

The two main papers presented on behalf of the Czechoslovak Sociological 
Association and the Slovak Sociological Association were: Prof. J. Kohout, Corres­
ponding Member of the Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences, Further Development of 
Marxist-Leninist Sociology following the 16th Congress of the Communist Party of 
Czechoslovakia, and Prof. J. Zvara, DrSc., Present Situation and Future Tasks of the 
Czechoslovak Sociological Association Attached to the Czechoslovak Academy of 
Sciences.

These reports and the contribution presented by Academician Zdeněk Snitil created 
the ideological, evaluative and programmatic nucleus of the entire congress pro­
ceedings. They stressed the indispensability of the further development of Marxist­
-Leninist sociology with special reference to the needs of social practice, the syste­
matic deepening and perfecting of the fund of concrete sociological data, which is 
indispensable for the control of social processes specific to socialist construction.

The opening plenary session was followed by discussions held within the frame­
work of six working groups:

Group No. 1. The Development of the Socio-class Structure in Czechoslovak Socie­
ty: Processes of Rapprochement of Social Classes and Groups; The Leading Role of 
the Working Class (head of group: Associate Prof. F. Charvát, DrSc.);
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Group No. 2. The Formation of the Socialist Way of Life (head of group: Associate 
Prof. M. Šoková, DrSc.); ■

Group No. 3. Labour and Scientific-technological Development (head of group: 
Dr. Š. Karabin, CSc.);

Group No. 4. The Tasks of Sociology in Control and Forecasting Social Processes 
(head of group: Corresponding Member of the Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences 
J. Kohout);

Group No. 5. The Social Development of Town and Countryside (head of group: 
Associate Prof. V. Bauch, CSc.);

Group No. 6. The Formation of Social Consciousness in Socialist Society (head of 
group: Associate Prof. F. Zich. CSc.).

Finally, a symposium on Marxist-Leninist Sociology in the Ideological Struggle 
of the Two World Systems (head: Associate Prof. K. Rychtařík, DrSc.) was held.

All events covered by the congress programme were characterized by a concent­
rated interest of the Czechoslovak sociologists, focusing on a broad range of most 
important tasks and problems as e. g. the content and forms of rapprochement of 
different classes and social groups, the way of life as a result of current social de­
velopment and a source of the future development of the society as a whole, the 
transformations of labour and the related global evaluation of the subjective forces 
of social growth and scientific and technological progress, the content and methods 
of social analysis and prognosis in the context of the control of social processes, the 
socio-economic development of rural areas in the processes of industrializing of agri­
cultural labour, the dialectical relationship of social being and social consciousness 
seen through the prism of sociological analysis, the increasing importance of sociolo­
gical findings in the ideological forms of the current world-wide class struggle as 
well as numerous other problems.

The congress proceedings fully confirmed the social significance and indispensabi­
lity of sociological research in the conditions of socialism and were equally a testi­
mony to the resolve and the purposeful interest of the Czechoslovak sociological 
community and its determination to contribute to the maximum to the implemen­
tation of the demanding tasks of socialist conctruction.
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
